The strategy applies 
a quantitative, bottom-up stock selection investment process, based on 
fundamental insights, to the US market across small-cap stocks. The 
investment process focuses on a succinct, high conviction set of 
factors, which are applied within the context of a sector/industry relative 
model. The composite inception and creation date is March 1, 2020.

Benchmark Description

The Russell 2000 Index is a free float adjusted, market 
capitalization weighted index that is designed to measure the 
small cap equity performance of the US Stock Market.

Reporting Currency

Valuations are computed and composite performance reported in Canadian 
dollars.

Internal Dispersion

Internal dispersion is calculated using the asset-weighted standard 
deviation of annual gross returns of those portfolios that were included in 
the composite for the entire year. Internal dispersion is only calculated for 
those composites which have at least 6 accounts for the full year.

The 3-year annualized standard deviation measures the variability of the 
gross composite and benchmark returns over the preceding 36-month 
period.
